What is WVU International House?
 

WVU International House is a way to make new friends 
and network with students from many different places and 
backgrounds.  It is a residence hall for undergraduates  
who are interested in learning more about the world and 
want to find new perspectives. WVU students from around 
the world, and students from West Virginia and across the 
United States, will live and learn together in a unique 
environment. 
 
In International House, cross-cultural learning will be a 
daily event, and residents will develop the social and 
cultural skills that create both successful students and 
comfortable members of the global community.  
 

Academic, social, and service-oriented programs with an 
international focus will be part of this living and learning 
experience. 
 
 

Since one of the best introductions to another culture is 
through its food, residents will prepare some group meals 
to share their cultural culinary experiences (all residents 
still must participate in a WVU residence hall meal plan). 
 
 
 
 

How Can I Be Part of International 
House? 

 
Any WVU undergraduate with a strong commitment to 
diversity and a real desire to learn cross-culturally is 
encouraged to apply to WVU International House.   
 
The application consists of two parts: 1) an application 
form, and 2) written essay describing your interest in 
International House.  Entering freshman candidates should 
have a 2.5 cumulative high school GPA (or US system 
equivalent), while other candidates should have a 2.5 
cumulative GPA or US equivalent.  Residents must be 
willing to immerse themselves in academic, social, and 
service programs with strong international learning themes.
